The Speedometer shows your near real time electricity
use in kilowatts (kW).
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® Speed
The Speed shows you your near real-time electricity
usage.
Pressing the Up A button, you can display this in:
+ £/h - an estimate of the cost per hour
+ kW - the approximate amount of electricity
being used
+ kgCO,/h - an estimate of the amount of carbon
dioxide emitted per hour as a result of your
electricity consumption
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© Milometer
The Milometer shows how much electricity you've used
previously. You can see your usage for different periods
of time.
Pressing the Down ¥ button you can display in:
+ So far Today
+ Yesterday
* The last complete 7 Days
As per the 'Speedometer’ using the Up A button you can
display previous usage in:
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O Target

The Target shows you your performance against a set

goal. The aim is to keep your energy usage for the day, or
week, under this target.
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© Tariff

The Tariff indicator shows you which of the configured
tariffs currently applies.
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O Battery Symbol

The Battery Symbol will flash if the batteries in your
transmitter are running low and need replacing.
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@ Communications Symbol

The Communication Symbol will flash if the transmitter
and display unit are not communicating correctly. Refer
to your user guide for instructions on pairing the display
unit and the transmitter.
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
